Behavior Guidance Plan


The purpose of discipline is to guide a child into developing appropriate problem solving techniques.  The following methods of guidance will be implemented at the site in this sequence:

1. Describe the expected behavior of the child for the selected activity in a positive statement.

2. Utilize redirection – develop a child’s interest in a new activity and state  specifically  the behavior expected from the child.

3. Logical Consequences – The teacher helps the child understand the logical consequences of his/her actions by removing the object or activity the child is engaged in.

4. Take a Break – The child is separated from the group to allow him/her time to relax and calm down, and to help him/her not to be influenced by peers.  The child will be offered activities and be supervised while in Take A Break.  The child may return to the group when the negative behavior stops or is significantly reduced.  If Take A Break occurs two or more times in one day, parents will be notified.

If these positive guidance techniques are not working effectively and inappropriate behavior persists, Kid Care Connection, Inc. will use the following progressive procedures:









We will observe and record the child’s inappropriate behavior and what we have done to try and change the behavior.

1. Parents will be asked to participate in a parent/teacher conference in which a specific action plan will be developed to address the behavior.  The action plan will outline all steps the staff will take to try and change the behavior, all steps the parents will take, and the steps toward disenrollment if the behavior persists.

2. Our staff may suggest outside resources to parents and will work with any outside resources for further guidance in responding to the child’s behavior.

3. If the inappropriate behavior continues, parents will be asked to keep the child home for a day or two.

4. If the behavior continues after the child is kept home on one or more occasions, Kid Care Connection, Inc. will request that the parent disenroll the child.

Kid Care Connection, Inc. may immediately disenroll any child whose behavior creates a significant risk of harm to the health or safety of other children or staff, without following the guidance steps outlined above.

Kid Care Connection, Inc. does not permit the following forms of discipline: corporal punishment; withholding food, light, warmth, clothing, or medical care; ridicule, embarrassment or humiliation; and physical restraint, other than the restraint necessary to protect a child or others from harm.
